WITHHOLDING INFORMATION


Section 31(1)(a) – Law Enforcement 


Information which is not exempt information by virtue of section 30 is exempt information if its 
disclosure under this Act would or would be likely to prejudice the prevention or detection of 
crime.
Providing details of security infrastructure which is in use for our business-critical systems would prejudice the effectiveness of the systems in place to prevent cyber-attacks relating to internal computer systems and network.

It may assist you to understand the decision if the public interest factors considered in this case is explained:


Public interest factors for disclosure:

· Information regarding applications used would improve competition and potentially save costs and therefore would increase transparency.  

Public interest factors against disclosure:

Disclosure of the information within the scope of this request to the world at large may assist someone who may harbour criminal intentions to launch a cyber-attack on the CPS’ IT systems or verify whether an attack has been successful and/ or detected. 
On balance, I consider the public interest favours maintaining the exemption.
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
